    The powwow was filled with laugh-
ter, food, and fun. Special thanks to 
the powwow committee, dancers, vol-
unteers, and all who were a part of this 
important Ceremony.  
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Dear Tribal Members, 
 
 It has been a year since I have taken office.  I want to thank you for the opportunity to 
serve you.  This is without a doubt the most challenging position I have ever held.  It is also 
the most honorable and I appreciate your support. 
 Many things have happened with the tribe during my first year as your Chairman.  By 
now you should received my speech I delivered to the General Council during elections and 
the meeting of the General Council.  My speech brings tribal members up to date on issues I 
worked hard to correct.  I believe the meeting was a good and productive one. 
 We have accomplished many things in the last year.  The Tribe is doing well and in good 
financial shape.  As everyone knows, Lakes Entertainment is out of Cimarron Casino.  I believe 
this is a good financial move for the casino.  This Tribe is capable of running our own casino 
and employing our own people.  Yes, it did cost the tribe money to rid ourselves of the man-
agement agreement but it would have cost us several million more if we had stayed with 
them.  The Tribe settled with Lakes Entertainment for $4.5 million dollars with a $1 million 
payment toward the note at the settlement.  The Tribe is determined to have this paid within 
one year. 
 I announced recently the Tribe will start on two casinos very soon.  One will be located 
in Coyle and the other will be at the location on Route 66.  Neither of the casinos will be on

it is in the best interest of the tribe to go into debt building a large casino, yet.  It is better to 
start small than to jump into something that will keep the Tribe in debt for years.  Three casi-
nos will generate more revenue which will help the tribe prosper. 
 The Tribe is finally in good standing with HUD and no longer jeopardy of losing our 
housing program.  I met with HUD officials several times both locally and in Washington DC, 
fighting to keep our housing program.  HUD first wanted $3 million in re-payment for the mis-
management of our housing program.  The Tribe was able to finally settle with HUD for 
$10,000. 
 BKJ Solutions is finally going strong and has employed several tribal members lately.  
The hope is to build a strong construction company comprised of our own tribal members.  
Currently BKJ has so many opportunities available we are behind hiring even more tribal 
members.  BKJ Solutions was recently presented the opportunity for a mentor-protégé agree-
ment with a large electrical contractor.  If the Tribe can take advantage of this opportunity, it
