IOWA TRIBE AT PAWNEE PARADE 

     Recently, several members of the 
OES Department have been making ef-
forts to bringing back the sweat lodge 
ceremony to the Ioway Chena Powwow 
grounds 
     Their hard work is beginning to pay 
off, already they have gathered up all of 
the materials needed to build the sweat 
lodge.  
     In Native culture, the sweat lodge 
ceremony is used as a way of purifica-
tion. The sweat ceremony is very sacred 
and an important part of our way of liv-

ing. The OES Department expects that 
within the next month, sweats will be 
performed on a regular basis and any-
body is welcome to join. 

       

Reviving the Sweat Lodge Ceremony 
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The Grey Snow Eagle Sanctu-
ary responded to an eagle in 
distress call today. Victor 
Roubidoux, Aviary Manager, 
led the aviary staff accompa-
nied by Council Person, Renee 
Prince, and Environmental 
Director, Vickie Kujawa across 
the Arkansas River near Ponca 
City to rescue a wounded bald 
eagle. The immature eagle was 
staying in a dead tree on the 
river bank near a campground 
where it was found by Betsy 
Stewart. Mrs. Stewart con-

tacted several agencies seek-
ing help for the bird before 
she located the Grey Snow Ea-
gle House. Victor examined 
the eagle and found that the 
tips of both wings were miss-
ing flight feathers leaving the 
eagle incapable of flight. Mrs. 
Stewart observed a pair of ma-
ture bald eagles, probably par-
ents of the injured bird, bring-
ing food to the eagle. The ea-
gle will be taken to a veterinar-
ian tomorrow for a complete 
examination.

included continuous tracks of classes that covered air, water, land, and people.   
At the conference, a booth was set up for four days displaying all of the Office of Environ-

mental Services programs including agriculture, the aviary, waste management, water 

quality, and air quality.  The booth was set- up to educate other tribes about how to start 

and run individual environmental programs as well as to show all the programs currently 

being run at the Iowa Tribe. Videos and brochures were made available to the public for 

further information on each program. Members of OES attended the classes to learn new 

procedures and regulations.  In addition, Vickie Kujawa made a presentation about per-

mitting aquatic pesticides.   
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
